	Item 4 – Actions Arising from the last Meeting

Item 5 – Chairman’s Report

The Chairman thanked all present for attending and gave an update on the plaque for the entrance. This is due to be installed 2nd September.

 Item 6 – Treasurers Report

Due to Bob’s absence the Chair gave the updated financial report provided by Bob. The totals for the two accounts are:

It was also highlighted that the energy fixed-term agreement was due to come to an end and that Bob was investigating an appropriate alternative to the current supplier.

Item 7 – Secretary’s Report

Dylan informed the committee that he had handed over the details of the car park accident which involved a user claiming that she had tripped over the speed ramp, to the insurer’s loss adjustors.

Dylan also informed the committee that he had ordered an accident book that would meet the current Data Protection legislation.

Item 8 – Maintenance Report

Due to Bev’s absence, the Chair gave the maintenance report.

·     Flooring – Now all completed including the committee room. All agreed it looked very good.
·      Quotes are being obtained for a deep clean of the Halls.
· Car park – Following a short conversation it was agreed that the car park surface remained in a suitable state and was better than most other facilities in the area. Therefore we would no longer plan to resurface the car park. However, we would investigate the removal of the speed ramps and where necessary replace them with modern rubber high visible versions, (possibly by the corner by the shop).

· Footpath steps – Identifying an owner has not been possible. Therefore the committee has agreed to adopt the path at the car park end of the path. It was suggested that we look to the parish council and the shop for help in financing the project of making the path safe. Bev will be request to obtain quotes for the committee prior to embarking on any works

· Brass plaques – No new update. A new supplier needs to be approached.
· Floor Mat Trolley – As roger was away there was no new update on the trolley

· Quotes were being obtained to trim the hedge on the village Hall/Sterns boundary.

Item 9 – Booking Secretary’s Report

Christine advised the committee that she had nothing to report this month.

The use of fireworks at a recent event was raised, and discussed. However, it was felt that as it was a one off and very short, no further action would be taken.
Item 10 – Future Events/Fund Raising/Village Day 2014
Al informed the committee that he and Vicky Bellamy would like to organise the 2014 Village Day and the Barn Dance the same evening.

The committee over-whelming agreed and thanked Al for his commitment to this event. In the coming weeks a sub-committee will be formed. In the meantime Al will speak with the last organiser of Village Day, Roger Hawes to gain more information on what has happened at past events.

In addition to this, Al spoke about the Christmas Dinner dance (21st Dec 13) and his support for Diana and also reminded everyone about the Potter quiz.

Item 11 – Community Shop

As Jill was not present there was no update from the shop committee.

Item 12 – Any Other Business (AOB)

The following items were discussed as any other business:
· The Chair informed the committee that he had received an email from the Conservation team that they were disappointed with the turn out for grass cutting event that had taken place recently. The committee acknowledged that it was important that we support the important work that the conservation team does for the fields, but recognised that health and family commitments of the committee meant it was not always possible to offer physical help. 
· Andrew Flint Gave an update on the HAGA committee

· Tony highlighted that although many children and adults cycle in the area to and from the fields and play area, there was not a bike rack within the village hall grounds. The committee agreed to investigate a bike rack.

· Tony also informed the committee of his quest to split to Current Parish Council into 4 wards and requested the committee’s feedback. A discussion was held but it was decided that this was not a village hall matter and a more public debate should be held.

· Dory informed the committee that some of the Christmas lights had been replaced as it was noticed that they were missing.
